February In the Rose Garden

Winter weather has finally arrived, but luckily
March is only around the corner. Time to
complete al those winter tasks— preparing beds,
planting dormant roses, and planning the additions
to the garden. These chores are all in preparation
for the first blooms in the months ahead.

Plant: Plant dormant roses this month and
next. Do not plant greenhouse roses or those that
have broken dormancy. They could be seriously
effected by cold snaps; keep them protected from
the cold. Prepare any addtional beds or remove
those roses you have decided are not to your
liking. If you can, pot them for Rose Day next
month— March 3 at Bogan Park. A few tips when
planting bare root roses— let them soak in water
the night before planting, alwaystamp the soil and
make a pyramid in the hole, spread the roots
around the mound, fill the hole about ¥4 full with
soil and then water deeply and water again when
the rose is completely planted.

Prune Pruning of dead and diseased canesis
always appropriate, but major pruning is best |eft
until the end of this month or better next month
for our annual pruning. Don't forget that OGR's
and one-time bloomers should be pruned after
they blossom.

Fertilize Again, wait until after you have
done your annual pruning. It is, however, agood
time to get your soil tested if you have not done
s0. Y ou can add any additional lime and or

gypsum to the soil now if required, and work it
into the top ¥2to % inch of soil. Or wait until you
prune and add it with the fertilizer.

Spray: It isnot too late to apply Horticultural
Oil and/or Lime Sulfur to kill over wintering pests
and diseases, respectively. Application of Lime
Sulfur is especially recommended if you had
blackspot on your roses.

Water: Roses still require adequate moisture
to prevent dehydration. We have been lucky so far
this winter as we have had adequate rainfall, but
watch your rain gauge or weather reports to be
sure you are getting sufficient rainfall this month.
We need to get our roses off to agood start.

Mulch: Unless we get some especialy low
temperatures, we can wait until after our annual
pruning to apply mulch to the roses.

Hope you have enjoyed browsing your
favorite rose catal ogs.

Wacky Winter Wonderland

Thereisasaying in some parts of the world,
"If you don't like the weather, just wait a minute,
it'll change." And boy, isthat ever true of winter
in Gwinnett.

This year, we started off cold (15° in early
December), then spent a month enjoying warm,
spring-like weather (73° in mid-January), and
now it's cold again. The long-term forecast is for
colder, wetter weather than usual for the next
three months. Oh no, does that mean rain, ice, or
snow?

Weather like this makes me crazy. | can't
figure out what to wear or how to plan my
activities. And just think what it doesto my
roses! Those old-timey daffodils that usually
bloom in early February were blooming on New
Year'sDay. All over the rose garden this week,
glistening under a morning's coating of ice, was
new red growth. Truly, thisis hard on roses,
gardens, and gardeners.
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What to do? When it's 70° in January, | know
that it will be getting cold again, so | don't want
my roses to break into full spring growth. But
how to stop them? Well, | could head to the
convenience store, load up on ice, and spread it
around the garden.... but even I'll admit that's not
practical. What else? There's mulch—we all
think of mulch asatool to keep roses cool in
summer, and protect them from winter freezes,
but spreading mulch when it's cold helps to keep
our roses from breaking out of dormancy. Hmm,
today's high isin the 40s that should be cool
enough. Any mulch is good, but an organic one
will help to feed your roses later, as it decays.

More importantly, knowing that there are cold
days ahead, | don't want to do anything that would
inspire my roses to put out even more new growth
—and that means | don't prune them, not until
the end of February, no matter how warm it
getd Our standard pruning date (late February to
early March) is based on alot of history with our
wacky winter weather. It comes about six weeks
before our historic latest freeze date, so that any
new growth stimulated by pruning comes late
enough not to be damaged by alate frost. And
conveniently, it ensures that roses will be coming
along at about the right time for that rose show in
Atlanta, or for a bouquet for Mom, on Mother's
Day weekend. Inthe 14 yearswe've paid
attention, the Atlanta show date changed only
once— and that was because a series of |ate frosts,
after early mild temperatures, damaged roses after
they had been pruned. My most spectacular
winter memory of Atlantaisthe year it was 75°
one day in March, and two dayslater it was 18°
with several inches of snow. Had | prunedin
January, those roses would have been crispy
critters before spring.

Back in December, someone asked me when
my roses would have dropped all their leaves.
Laughingly, | said never! And indeed, last year's
leaves are still hanging onto most rose bushesin
my yard. Know what that means? All the
diseases that |eft spores, and bugs that |eft eggs on
those leaves will have a head start next season.

Before | finish pruning, | hope to strip the old
leaves off and remove them from the garden.
Meanwhile, some cool day over the winter I'll try
to spray them with a fungicide and insecticide,
maybe something we don't use year-round. |
choose lime-sulfur in combination with
horticultura oil thistime of year (actualy, this
year they've already been sprayed) —we can't use
it when it's hot, but any time the temperatures will
stay above freezing overnight should befine. It's
stinky, but makes up for the fact that I'm not
spraying those remaining leaves all through the
winter, and helps to control scale, too.

Enjoy those occasiona warm sunny days, but be
prepared for worse to come!
