February in the Rose Garden

Observe i Take a look at all your roses; what has
all this cold weather done to them? How has the
warm spell affected them? Our weather has been
crazy and our groundhog prognosticator Beau has
yet to render an opinion as | write this.

Water — Rainfall has been pretty good so far, so
most of our roses have enough water to get
through the cold winter nights. Be careful that
your potted roses have enough water; don’t let
them dry out.

Don't Feed — No more feeding until spring! If
you're just dying to do something, you could put
some organics around late in the month.

Spray — If you've been dutifully spraying through
the winter, good for you! If not, you might want
to do a dormant period clean-up spray with lime-
sulfur and horticultural oil this month, to help to
kill off fungal spores, scale, and diseases.

Prune Later —I know, you really want to start
pruning on the warm days. But we may have cold
weather well into March that could damage the

k otender new growth stimulated by your early

pruning. Wait until you see forsythia in full
bloom in your neighborhood before you prune,
probably in early March.

Mulch — Check to see if there's enough mulch
around your roses to protect them from extreme
temperature swings. Mound extra mulch around
the bud union of grafted roses if needed. We want
the roses to stay dormant right now.

Plant — Bare root roses will soon be available in
stores, and even if you buy them later, they won't
look any better than they do now. You may also
have some mail-order roses coming in soon from
Chamblee’s. They’ll be potted and fresh from the
greenhouse, so don’t put them outside. Either put
them in a cool space like a garage, or keep them
in a bright warm space to see the buds bloom.
Meanwhile, if there are roses you'll be taking out
of the garden this year, try potting them up now to
share with someone else they'll suit better. They
will make ideal raffle prizes for Rose Day on
February 27.
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Enjoy — Keep a good supply of coffee, tea, or hot
cocoa around, to warm up between forays to the
garden. Keep looking at catalogs while you warm
up indoors.

Arrangements Seminar, an introduction of new
players was given. Sandy Dixon as “Queen of
Arrangements” (incoming National Chair of

Testing Soil pH

An exciting part of our rose growing hobby is
preparing beds and purchasing new roses in the
early winter months. Everyone wants their new
roses to flourish but if the soil pH is drastically
high or low, the plants will become ill, stunted or
even die. Leaves on such plants will turn yellow
and brown and eventually drop to the ground
because the plant’s roots cannot absorb the
phosphorous and other nutrients from the soil,
even though it is present in sufficient amounts.
The pH scale ranges from 0 - 14, and a value of 7
is considered neutral. 0 is extremely acidic and
14 is very alkaline. Roses like soil that is slightly
acidic, and do best at a pH of approximately 6.5.
While that pH is considered ideal, most roses will
grow well in a pH range of 5.5 - 7. The pH can
successfully be raised in acidic soils by adding
organic matter like compost, mulch and lime. |
personally use 1 - 2 cups of fine dolomitic lime
per bush per year. Too much lime makes one’s
soil too alkaline and can tie up the available iron
resulting in signs of chlorosis, which causes new
growth to be yellow with dark green veins. Lime
is put down to make the soil more alkaline
because it is too acidic. The two types of lime that
are commonly available are quick lime that is
used primarily for agriculture, and ground
limestone which is used in gardens. All limes will
raise the soil pH. 1 like to use finely ground,
pelletized dolomitic lime, in which 80% will pass

through a 100 mesh screen. The advantage offered
by dolomitic lime is its magnesium content. As
you will recall, magnesium is important in the
vital process of photosynthesis whereby the plant
in the presence of sunlight converts the raw
materials supplied by fertilizers into the starches
and sugars needed for growth. Pelletized
limestone is easier to use since it is processed in
tiny clumps which do not become airborne during
application.

Testing for the pH can be done several ways.
The most commonly used way is to take samples
from 3 different areas in a growing area, mix and
put in a zip lock bag, and deliver to the county
extension agent, a local nursery, or a garden
center for testing. Another way is to purchase a
quality testing kit from a garden center and test
the soil yourself. In any event, once you know
your actual soil pH you can prepare your soil
accordingly and keep the soil in existing beds at
an optimal level...and grow fabulous roses!
