While the winter-blooming 

honeysuckle is blooming, the Daphne odora just 

hasn‘t opened as it usually does.

So, let‘s stick with the forsythia 

rule to keep us from pruning too early - make sure 

the forsythia is blooming in your neighborhood 

before you prune.  We don‘t want a freeze to kill 

new growth.  By the time you read this, hopefully, 

we‘ll all be drunk with spring and there won‘t be 

snow around the blooming forsythia bush. 

 

Our thanks to Tom Siebert for February‘s 

program on Weeks Roses.  We saw some pretty 

images of roses that have been popular for a long 

time, some that have been introduced recently, 

and some that will be introduced in the near 

future.  He also discussed the changing direction 

of the rose industry.  With growing public 

concerns about chemicals, Weeks is trying to 

develop spray-free roses.  We wish them much 

success.  Thanks, Kim, for such a great program. 

 

A big ―Thank You‖ for Bill Belknap.  He clearly 

worked hard with all of us to get together our 

annual order from Shealy.  His efforts saved all of 

us a lot of money.

March in the Rose Garden

Observe ï Does it look like spring?  Does 

it feel like spring?  Is the forsythia blooming?  

What are your roses doing? Have they put out 

tender new shoots or has it stayed cold enough 

that the plants are still dormant?  We want our 

plants to grow but we don‘t want that late freeze 

we always get to kill the new growth. 

Water – Rainfall and snowfall have been 

pretty good so far, so most of our roses have 

enough water to get through the cold winter 

nights. Don‘t let your potted roses dry out.  

Feed –You can put some organics around 

your bushes as you prune.  The soil bacteria that 

break down the organics are slowly warming up 

and making the nutrients available to the bushes.  

Be sure to scratch things in.  Inorganics will be 

too much of a shock for your plants until after that 

last freeze.  Before you add lime, be sure you get 

a soil test.  While we think of the soil as always 

needing line, it is possible to get the soil pH too 

high.  Soil tests are available through the county 

extension office, located between GJAC and the 

juvenile courts building. 

Spray –It is also time to start spraying the 

roses for fungal diseases. A combination of a 

contact spray, such as Daconil or Mancozeb, plus 

a systemic such as triforene, Clearyôs, or Banner 

Maxx work very well. Dress appropriately and 

follow the manufacturer‘s directions. A hat, 

goggles, respirator, long sleeve shirt, and long 

pants are always recommended to help prevent 

spray from getting on your skin. After spraying 

remove your clothing, shower, and wash clothes 

separately.  Spraying in the morning is generally 

best as there is plenty of time for the spray to dry 

and it is generally not as windy. 

Prune – Wait until you see forsythia in 

full bloom in your neighborhood before you start 

to prune, probably in early March.   Clean up your 

pruners, loppers, and saws before you begin 

pruning and clean them between each plant.  

There are plenty of diseases you can carry from 

plant to plant.  We use a 1:10 dilution of Lysol in 

a spray bottle.  March is our big pruning month, 

except of course for those OGR‘s and one-time 

bloomers which are not pruned until after they 

bloom. How should I prune my rose? Should I cut 

this cane? There are very few absolutes to 

pruning; just keep in mind your overall goal for 

the shrub you are pruning.  First, remove all dead, 

diseased, and crossing canes. Cut back to all green 

wood – no dead or discoloration in the middle of 

the cut cane. Use bypass pruners when cutting live 

wood. You will need access to the lower portion 

of the rose to apply fertilizer and amendments so 

remove the lower growing branches back to the 

source, as you do not want another cane to branch 

from the one you are cutting.  Open up the entire 

shrub for both light and air by removing most 

canes growing in the middle of the shrub.  You 

http://www.ars.org/
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now have a good starting point.  Generally 

remove at least half of the bush to help force new 

canes. When pruning, you should cut at an angle 

about a quarter of an inch above a possible bud or 

all the way back to the main cane. You want to 

achieve a well-rounded shape that is open in the 

center. Do not leave small canes, as they will 

literally not support the new growth. If you are 

pruning to show roses or start fresh, cut most of 

the canes to about 12 – 15 inches of height and 

about 3-5 good canes.  This is often done on 

hybrid teas to help achieve those long canes for 

exhibiting at a rose show. For climbing roses 

remove the older, woody canes to get the most 

blooms. If well fed and watered, a rose will do 

fine even if you ―massacred‖ it. The plant will 

probably come back and surprise you with more 

beautiful blooms than you have seen in years.  If 

you decide you do not like the way you pruned a 

shrub one year, just remember that for the next 

year or ask one of our consulting rosarians. 

Mulch – Mulch helps to regulate moisture 

and temperature in the soil, and feeds your plant 

as it decomposes, but it can also harbor fungus 

spores and insects that will bedevil us through the 

growing season.  You‘ll have fewer problems if 

you start with clean mulch.  If you‘re really 

fastidious, you may choose to remove all material 

down to the soil and replace it with fresh mulch.  

Depending on your preferences, you may choose 

to remove any rose debris (canes, leaves, dead 

flowers), fluff, and add to the mulch that‘s already 

there.  Regardless of which approach you take, 

there should be 3-5 inches of mulch when 

finished.  Your plants will be healthier and less 

stressed this summer. 

 Plant – It‘s time to plant roses, too.  Bare 

root (boxed or bagged) roses are still available in 

stores, but you‘ll probably want to avoid those 

that have leaves on them already, or those with 

shriveled or dead canes.  Meanwhile, potted roses 

will be coming in.  The sooner you get them 

planted, the healthier they will be.  

Enjoy – Take some time from pruning and 

look at the ones you pruned a week ago.  How are 

they responding to the pruning?  Look for basal 

breaks.  Check the canes; are there multiple 

breaks?  Are there two or three breaks per cut?  

Thumb prune and leave only one.  Enjoy your 

roses as they grow.  While you‘re out there, don‘t 

forget to listen to the birds singing, and enjoy the 

fragrances of early spring, winter honeysuckle, 

daphne, hyacinths, and narcissus.  It should be 

fun!
