May In The Rose Garden

Observei We've finally arrived at the merry month of May; where were those
April shower s? We only had one here.
As a wise person ordold meanybodycan have good roses in Mayvhich

always makes this my favorite (and most successful) month of the year! Since a
third of the roses iour garden only bloom in the spring, it really is a wonderful

time for us. How is it in your garden®/e've waited through winter, put in lots of
preparatory work, and now our spring blooms are finally arriving. Enjoy the

forms, the colors, and the fragrances of spring in the rose garden!

Water i With April showers as scant as they were, those beabtidssoms will

require lots of water to attain their best color, size, and staying power. This is
especially true as temperatures warm in May, to make sure that food is available to

our roses, and to protect them from chemical burn as we spray. With swarny

days in store, weoll need to plan to wa

Feedi All our roses are awake and rarin' to go, but you need to give them help
with the energy they need. That means it's time to feed again, and again, all
through the summer growing seasoYou may accomplish that with a single leng
term fertilizer like 9 month Osmocote, by monthly applications of a balanced
granular fertilizer like 161-8, by using a watesoluble fertilizer like Peter's or
MiracleGro 2020-20 every two weeks, or by priovng an organic fertilizer like
Mill's Magic Rose Mix or Purely Organic. Many dedicated rose growers use a

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combination throughout the season, as time and money permit. Just remember,
your roses need something to eat all the time to make beautiful blooms

Spray i Many rose growers deal with fungus and insect problems by spraying
pesticides. If you choose to do that in your garden, spray weekly with a good
fungicide, preferably alternating chemicals to ensure that the fungi don't develop
resistance to #m. Or you can combinesgstemidungicide with acontact

fungicide in a single sprayfor instance, many rosarians use Manzate or
mancozeb every time they spray, in combination with Banner Maxx or Funginex
(triforine). Keep an eye out in your gardem &phids, which like to suck on tender
new shoots, and thrips, which leave ugly brown edges on rose petals this time of
year. Control aphids with a strong spray of water, and control thrips by misting
just the budsvith acephate (Orthene), imidaclopridérit), or spinosad

(Conserve). If you can minimize the use of insecticides, you'll delay the onset of
spider mites in your garden.

Prunei Continue "thumbpruning" in your garden, removing secondary buds and
the growth associated with them, so you hawly a single strong stem emerging
from your canes at any one level. Also, it helps to "disbud" your bushes
occasionally. You can produce bigger blooms by breaking offtaids. Or try
pinching out the center bud in a spfathat one usually blooms fmee (and

below) the othersremoving it early allows the rest of the spray to bloom all at
once, giving a more shapely arrangement of flowers on the end of the stem. |
know, it hurts to think about reducing the number of blooms, but try it once or
twice, and you may decide it's worthwhile.

Mulch T Make sure your mulch is ready for summer. Clean up any debris which
could harbor insects or disease, but leave a good 3" layer of wood chips or pine
straw to conserve soil moisture and keep your roses' cootsas hot weather
arrives.

Planti | always swear we'll get all the planting done early, but | know better.
Besides, some nurseries won't have all their potted plants in until late April, so who
