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From the President
Dear Fellow Rosarians:

I hope everyone is having a great summer. I
just returned to my garden today after an eight-
day vacation. I could not believe how dry
everything was. I had watered the roses well
before I left so they held up well but my more
neglected plants were suffering. The first thing I
did after unpacking was to begin watering. Water
is the most important thing we should be doing for
our gardens now. Roses require at least 1 inch of
water per week and for a large bush this works out
to approximately 3 gallons twice weekly. The
other problem I
found in my yard
was an abundant
number of Japanese
beetles. I had a few
before leaving town
but the little monsters
invited all their
friends over for a
party while I was
away. I normally ignore these insects (I don’t
spray to rid the bushes of them) however, when
they begin to eat my foliage I take action. My
American Pillar and Double Delight have lost
many leaves, so I will mix in Sevin with my spray
and hopefully slow them down until they leave
the yard.

I hope everyone can attend our picnic at
Peter’s (see details in this newsletter). I had the
privilege of visiting his garden earlier this year
and it is a treat every time I go. The roses and
pond are such a joy. He also has added a new
perennial garden to attract butterflies on the upper
portion of his yard. We should have lots of good
food and fellowship. Please invite a friend!

Finally, please remember to vote by June 30,
2006 for Deep South District Director and ARS

Vice-President. You should have received your
ballot in the mail by now. You must remember to
sign the envelope in order for your vote to be
counted.

This manual is packed with information on
growing roses especially in the South with our
clay soil and hot, humid weather.

July In the Rose Garden

Atlanta’s hot weather is here, with hot days
and warm nights. Don’t forget to maintain your
spray program for disease-susceptible roses. Like
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June, July can also be dry, so check your rain
gauge or weather reports. Roses like about an inch
of water per week. It is best to give it all at one
time rather than sprinkling a little each day. For
new roses, you’ll need to water more often as they
do not have an established root system. Bring the
roses inside to enjoy too and cut a few for family
and friends.

Plant: I would not plant now, wait until late
fall or early winter. For container roses, leave the
roses in their pots or repot them to a larger pot.
Place the pots in an area with some shade to help
protect them, as roses in pots tend to dry out
quicker. Potted roses also appreciate mulch.

Prune: Keep deadheading and removing dead
and diseased canes. Note that it is not necessary to
cut back to a five leaflet. Do make sure you leave
a cane appropriate to support more growth.
Remove diseased canes as soon as possible to
help prevent the disease from spreading. Also
remove weak, broken, spindly and crossing canes
to keep your roses at their best. Note: some roses,
such as ‘Knock Out’ and other Earthkind roses do
not need to be deadheaded, though you can if you
want a neater appearance and new growth sooner.

Fertilize: Continue to fertilize your roses with
liquid fertilizers about every two weeks. Liquid
fertilizers provide a needed boost and help
maintain the blooms and foliage at their best One-
time bloomers do not need to be fertilized during
the summer since they are not actively blooming.
Some roses do not like our hot weather; those
roses do not need as much fertilization. Apply
your dry fertilizers on a regular program - about
every 6 to 8 weeks. Alfalfa and manure teas, fish
emulsion, liquid seaweed, and other liquid
fertilizers can be used both alone and in
combination.

Spray: With the hot summer weather, we
need to keep up with our spray program for
fungus. I recommend a combination of a systemic
such as Triflorene (Ortho fungal product), Bayer’s
fungal product and Banner Maxx as well as a
contact fungicide such as Mancozeb or Manzate.
Note that Banner Maxx only needs to be applied

every two weeks. In place of Mancozeb or
Manzate, Daconil can also be used. Make certain
it will not be hot soon after you spray. Morning is
the best time to apply fungicides as it is generally
not windy, it’s cooler and there is plenty of drying
time.

Watch for mites. If you have only a few, you
can use Insecticidal Soap or a strong spray of
water. But if it is worse, consider a good miticide
such as Avid or Floramite. You will need to do
repeated applications to combat mites so check
every few days. Budworms can also eat holes in
maturing buds. Bacillus thuringiensis (BT) is most
effective and only attacks caterpillars and worms.

For Japanese beetles, Sevin is very effective.
If you do not have many, consider putting water
and a drop or two of soap in a can. Just flick or
shake the Japanese beetles into the can. It’s best to
do this in the morning before the beetles are
active. I do not like to spray and I do not have
many roses, so I usually use this method. This
year there could be greater numbers of Japanese
beetles as we have had more rain these past few
years.

As always be sure to follow the
manufacturer’s directions and wear the proper
clothing. The use of a respirator is highly
recommended. Wash up after finishing.

Water: With the hot summer months, we
need to be sure our roses get sufficient water -
about an inch of rain per week. This corresponds
to about 2-3 gallons for small roses and 4-5
gallons for larger roses such as hybrid teas. When
watering, always water well as a little sprinkling
of water does more harm than good. A good layer
of mulch will also help retain the moisture level in
the soil. It is okay to occasionally water the entire
shrub including the leaves, but be sure there is
adequate time for the leaves to dry. Don’t forget
to water your newly planted roses more often as
they have not established a root system.

Mulch: It is very important to have a good
layer of mulch in the summer to keep the weeds
down and to retain the moisture in the ground.
Organic mulch has the added benefit of providing
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humus and nutrients to your roses.
Observe: Since much of Atlanta weather is

hot, please look at your roses a little more often to
check their overall health. It is also a good time to
see if there are roses that perhaps need to be
shovel pruned in the fall and replaced with new
ones.

DSD Judging School

Susan Clingenpeel and I traveled on Friday,
June 2 to Bainbridge, Georgia for the DSD Judges
School. The Judges School was divided into two

categories: arrangements and horticulture. The
arrangements school was taking place earlier in
the day on Friday. Susan and I were attending the
horticulture school on Saturday. Shortly after we
arrived in Bainbridge and got settled in the room,
it was time to go to the garden dinner party at the
home of Oline Reynolds, who is the DSD
Director. Those who attended had the opportunity
to enjoy the southern hospitality of Oline and her
husband, Ruben, see her beautiful rose gardens

and have a delicious southern-style supper.
Everyone also had the opportunity to meet and
talk to Mike and Gerta Roberts from England.
They are ARS judges and had recently returned
from attending the 14th World Rose Convention in
Osaka, Japan. They were attending the
horticulture school on Saturday also.

The Judging School was held at Bainbridge
College. On Saturday morning those attending
the horticulture school met there. The college has
a nice campus. There was ample room in the
lecture area without feeling crowded when we
listened to the speakers. In the afternoon we
would go to classrooms for four workshops.

After a warm welcome by Karen Prevatt,
Chairman of Horticulture Judges, various
speakers talked about judicial attitudes and ethics,
anatomy, common terms, identification types,
classes and varieties, disqualification, penalization
and point scoring and judging the different types
of roses and challenge classes. The speakers were
excellent. I have seen most of these individuals
(Ed Griffith, Eric Yount, Anita Smith, Karen
Prevatt, Jeff Chait) at a number of conventions
doing what they do best, i.e. judging and/or
exhibiting roses.

Having clerked at a number of rose shows
these past few years helped me understand more
what the responsibilities of a judge are and what
the judges are looking for when they critique the
roses at a show. I was impressed when it was
announced that there would be a break out session
for participants taking the exam. Clarence
Prevatt, Karen’s husband, took the participants to
another area to review questions, answers and
instructions for Sunday’s exam. The downside
was that they would not know which questions
were going to be on the exam. But wait, this is
only part of it.

After a lunch break, everyone was divided
into four groups for the workshops. Each group
rotated between four classrooms the rest of the
afternoon. Each workshop was 50 minutes. The
four workshops were divided into judging
different categories: (I) hybrid teas and
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grandifloras, (II) floribundas and polyanthas, (III)
miniatures and mini-floras, (IV) old garden roses,
shrubs and climbers. In these workshops roses
were staged like in a rose show and identified
with entry tags. You were asked to rate these
roses: blue (1st), red (2nd), yellow (3rd) place.
Other roses in vases with no entry tags were to be
identified. I will be honest. I did not do very well
when it came to identifying the roses. I do need
to work on that. There were other roses on the
table that were just talked about. As we rotated
classrooms, it was interesting to hear what the
previous class chose as the best rose in the room
and the reasons why. You did need to take into
account that the roses seen earlier in the afternoon
would not be as fresh by late afternoon. So the
voting changed from group to group. Those
taking the exam did need to pay attention in the
workshops. Out of all the roses they saw
displayed that afternoon, some of the roses would
be selected for identification on Sunday’s exam.

Karen Prevatt, and those who participated in
every aspect of organizing the Judges School, did
an excellent job. The speakers for the horticulture
portion were very informative and interesting.
They made sure the individuals taking the exam
were told to make sure they read certain pages or
a particular chapter in the Guidelines for Judging
Roses book. The speakers would pause during
their presentation and say, “This will be on the
exam.” Everyone was doing everything possible
to help those taking the exam be aware of what
was or could be on the exam.

Yes, there is preparation in becoming a judge.
After all, it is an earned honor that carries with it
certain responsibilities not only to the other judges
they work with, but also obligations to the
exhibitors as well. I would suggest attending the
Judges School even if you are not interested in
becoming a judge. It is very interesting,
informative and could be helpful to you if you are
an exhibitor. I look forward to attending the next
DSD Judges School when it is offered.

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at 4:30 am so as not to interfere with the guests’
pleasant experience of Disney. Can’t have a little
Princess or Piglet frightened by a crewmember in
a Tyvek suit and respirator!

It’s about
time we show them the Deep South District grows a
few roses and we are quite willing to let everyone
know how they are performing for us.

Remember, you have a “test garden” in your own
yard when it comes to R.I.R. evaluations. People like
me want to know how those roses are working out for
you!

As you can tell by now, I feel strongly about
exercising one’s right to vote. It is your privilege and
your responsibility. Now, go find those papers and
