July In the Rose Garden
By Bill Belknap

Although we have had alittle rain here and there,
unfortunately our drought continues Watering on
our designated days and times will probably be
required for awhile. Also, don't forget to
maintain your spray program for disease
susceptible roses; ideally you should water your
roses prior to spraying. New roses need water
more often as they do not have an established root
sygem. Don't forget to cut afew roses to enjoy.
Plant: Wait until late fall or early winter to plant
roses. For container purchased roses, leave the
rosesinthe pot or transplant to alarger one. Put it
in an area with some shade especially afternoon
shadeto help protect it, asroses in pots tend to
dry out sooner. Roses in pots alo appreciate
being mulched.

Prune: Keep deadheading and removing dead and
diseased canes. When deadheading it is not
necessary to cut back to afive leaflet, but do make
sure you leave a cane appropriate to support more
growth. Remove diseased canes as soon as
possible to help prevent the disease from
spreading. Also remove weak, broken, spindly
and crossing canesto keep your roses at their best.
Note: someroses, such as‘Knock Outs' and other
EarthKind roses, do not needto be deadheaded. If
you choose to; it will makefor a neater
appearance and stimulate new growth sooner.
Fertilize Although you can continueto fertilize
your roses with liquid fertilizers about every two
weeks, | think it prudent to use fertilizers
sparingly unless you can provide sufficient water.
Don't forget that one-time bloomers do not need
to be fertilized during the summer since they are
not actively blooming. Some roses do not like our
hot weather and those roses too do not need as
much fertilization. Given the dry conditions |
recommend delaying applying dry fertilizersto
about mid August. By that time we should have a
better idea of our drought conditions and mid-

August isthe proper time to fertilize for the fal
blooms.
