A six-week pruning
will work for most bushes, including miniatures.
If you would like to try this for our show you
should prune around August 26™. 1 will feed my
roses one last time with aliquid feed such as
Peter’s 20-20-20 at thistime aswell. Thisfeeding
will betheir last of the season. We have lots of
classesin the show for the novice and every type
of rose. Following the judging of the show, we

will have a picnic at the shelter near the
community center at Bogan Park in conjunction
with the Greater Atlanta Rose Society.

Two big thanks this month. First to Bill Belknap,
our fantastic organizer, who has once again taken
charge to put together a chemicd order for
Shealy’s.

August In the Rose Garden

Atlanta’ s hot weather is still here with hot
days and warm nights. Don’t forget your roses
like about an inch of water per week. Given our
current drought conditions, it is best to give a
good dose of water to your roses one time during
the week instead of only alittle each day. For new
roses you' Il need to water more often as they do
not have an established root system. Also,
remember to maintain your spray program for
disease-susceptible roses. Cut afew roses to enjoy
yourself and to share with family and friends.

Plant: | would not plant now; wait until late
fall or early winter. For container roses, leave the
roses in their pots or repot them to alarger pot.
Place the pots in an area with some shade to help
protect them, as rosesin pots tend to dry out
quickly. Potted roses a so appreciate mulch.
Water them as required every few days.

Prune Keep deadheading and removing dead
and diseased canes. Note that it is not necessary to
cut back to afive leaflet, but make sure you leave
a cane appropriate to support more growth.
Remove diseased canes as soon as possible to
help prevent disease from spreading. Also remove
weak, broken, spindly and crossing canes to keep
your roses at their best. Note: some roses, such as
‘Knock Outs' and other Earthkind roses, do not
need to be deadheaded, though you can if you
want a neater appearance and to encourage
quicker new growth.

Fertilize Continue to fertilize your roses with
liquid fertilizers about every two weeks. Liquid
fertilizers provide a needed boost and help keep
the blooms and foliage at their best One-time
bloomers do not need to be fertilized during the
summer since they are not actively blooming.
Also, some roses do not like our hot weather;
those roses do not need as much fertilization.
Alfalfaand manure teas, fish emulsion, liquid
seaweed, and other liquid fertilizers can be used
both alone and in combination. Towards the end
of the month or the beginning of next month you
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can also apply a
good dry fertilizer in
preparation for the
fall bloom period
and for our Rose
Show.

Spray: With the
hot summer weather,
we need to maintain
our spray program
for fungus. |
recommend a
combination of a
systemic

Triflorene (Ortho fungal product), Bayer’'s
Disease Control, and Banner Maxx aswell asa
contact fungicide such as Mancozeb or Manzate.
Note that Banner Maxx only needs to be applied
every two weeks. Daconil can also be used in
place of Mancozeb or Manzate. If you use
Daconil, make sureit will not be hot soon after
you spray. Morning is the best time to apply
fungicidesasit is generally not windy, it’s cooler
and there is plenty of dryingtime.

Watch for mites. If you have only afew, you
can use Insecticidal Soap or a strong spray of
water. But if it isworse, consider agood miticide
such asAvid or Floramite. Y ou will need to do
repeated applications to combat mites, so check
every few days. Budworms can aso eat holesin
maturing buds. Bacillus thuringiensis (BT) is most
effective and only attacks caterpillars and worms.

As awaysbe sure to follow the
manufacturer’ s directions and wear the proper
clothing. Use of arespirator is highly
recommended, and wash thoroughly after
spraying.

Water: With the hot summer months, we
need to be sure our roses get sufficient water -
about an inch of rain per week. This corresponds
to about 2-3 gallons for small roses and 4-5
galonsfor larger roses such as hybrid teas. When
watering, alwayswater well as alittle sprinkling
of water does more harm than good. A good layer

of mulch will also help retain the moisture level in
the soil. It is okay to occasionally water the entire
shrub including the leaves, but be sure thereis
adequate time for the leavesto dry. Don't forget
to water your newly planted roses more often as
they have not established aroot system.

Mulch: Itisvery important to maintain a
good layer of mulch in the summer to keep the
weeds down but most importantly to retain the
moisture in the ground. Organic mulch hasthe
added benefit of providing humus and nutrients to
your roses.

Observe Since much of Atlantaweather is
hot, please ook at your roses a little more often to
check their overall health. It is also agood time to
seeif there are roses that perhaps need to be
shovel-pruned in the fall and replaced with new
Oones.
