Dear Fellow Rosarians

It issad to see the daysstarting to get alittle
shorter as summer comesto an end. The longer
daylight hours allowed enough time to care for the
roses and to do other yard work aswell. 1 will be
glad to see the hot weather leave and hopefully,
there will be normal temperatures for thistime of
year. Any rain will be most welcome.

September isone of the favorite timesinthe
garden for most rosarians. The cooler
temperatures seem to rejuvenate the roses. By the
end of the month, the blooms are larger and the
color more intense, which makesfor a beautiful
fall bouquet. Continueyour regular spray
program. Remember with the cooler weather,
especialy at night, powdery mildew can develop
inthe rose garden, so you may need to use a
fungicide like Eagle or Rubigan to keep this
fungal disease under control.

The fall shows are quickly approaching.
Everyone should have pruned back their roses for
the shows. Now, continue feeding through the
end of September, before allowing them to slow
down to go dormant. While pruning you might
try your hand at rose cuttings. A smdl plant can
be established by winter if it isstarted now. Fall
isalso an excellent time to evaluate the bushesin
the garden and remove the ones that are not
working well for you. Bring any unwanted
bushes to the September or October meeting and
we will rafflethe plants. | am sure if you looked
at the Chamblee catalog that Bill Belknap passed
around at the August meeting, there will beno
problem finding that right rose bush to fill the
vacant spot in the garden.

Henry Everett and Diane Snyder gave avery
enlightening presentation on drying roses. Y ou
can enjoy your roses year round. Thank you both
for doing the program.

At the August meeting, Kim Borland and
Nancy Miller agreed to serve on the nominating
committee to look for officers for next year.
Thank you for taking on thistask. If you are
called to serve, please consider helping the
society.

The Executive Committee will vote on a
recipient for the American Rose Society Bronze
Medal thismonth.

September In the Rose Garden

We sure have had enough heat. Hopefully,
cooler weather and rain will visit and stay with us
in September. With the Rose Show coming up
next month don’t forget your roses like about an
inch of water per week. For new roses you' |l need
to continue to water more often as they do not
have an established root sysem. Also, remember
to maintain your spray program for disease-
susceptible roses.
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Prune If you have not deadheaded and
pruned your roses for the rose show, do it as soon
asyou can. It's okay to cut back even though there
isnew growth as the rewards will be even better
for the show. Remove diseased, weak, broken and
crossing canesto maintain the health of the rose.

Fertilize: Fertilize your roses if you have not
already done so and be sure and water them well
after applying the fertilizer. It isbest to use a good
organic or afertilizer with micronutrients. After
fertilizing mulch the roses to a depth of two to
three inchesto help retain moisture and to
replenish the humus in the soil as the hot weather
reduces the humus in the soil. Apply liquid
fertilizers every other week after applying your
dry fertilizer. Thiswill help your roses reach their
peak in October. Alfalfaand manure teas, fish
emulsion, liquid seaweed, and other liquid
fertilizers can be used both aloneand in
combination.

Spray: With the hot summer westher, we
need to maintain our spray program for fungus.
Asthe weather cools, watch out for powdery
mildew. If you have much blackspot or mildew,
you can apply fungicides more often such as two
to three times per week for a couple of weeks.
Thisshould bring the fungus under control.
Morning isthe best time to apply fungicides as it
isgeneraly not windy, it's cooler and thereis
plenty of dry time. It isbest to have watered the
roses before applying fungicides.

Watch for mites. If you have only afew, you
can use Insecticidal Soap or a strong spray of
water. But if it isworse, consider a good miticide
such asAvid or Floramite. To combat mites you
will need to do repeated applications so check
every few days. Budworms can also eat holesin
maturing buds. Bacillus thuringiensis (BT) is most
effective and only attacks caterpillars and worms.

Asaways be sure to follow the
manufacturer’ s directions and wear the proper
clothing. Using arespirator is highly
recommended, and wash thoroughly after
spraying.

Water: We need to be sure our roses get

sufficient water especially if you fertilized. We
provided the food, but we also need to provide
water. A good layer of mulch will also help retain
the moisture level inthe soil. It isokay to
occasionally water the entire shrub including the
leaves, but be sure there is adequate time for the
leavesto dry. Don't forget to water your newly
planted roses more often as they have not
established aroot sysem.

Enjoy: Hopefully, September will bring rain
and cooler weather and our roses will start to perk
up and give us the display we look forward to
each fall.

Asaways, roses are ordered in lots of 12 of any
variety and will be ordered on afirst ordered basis.
Oncel have confirmation of availability and shipment
of your rose(s), | will let you know and you can send
meyour check made out to GGRS. Orders placed by
Sept 28 will most likely be ordered, as we will fill in
outstanding slots with roses for sale at the Show. | will
also place an order for roses after the show, if we have
a sufficient quantity.
