Remember, Greater Gwinnett Rose Society is
working with the Northeast Georgia Rose Society to
have a Fall Rose Festival at the State Botanical
Garden in Athens on October 11. We’ll all be
bringing roses to show off (unjudged) to the public
at SBG. The Garden attracts so many folks who are
already interested in gardening that it makes a
perfect site to talk roses.

September in the Rose Garden
By Bill Belknap

Hope you have received many of the storms
which traveled through Georgia over the past few
weeks. In any case September should bring some
cooler weather and maybe even more rain. With the
Rose Festival coming up, it would be really nice if
we received a little rain for the blooms. Also,
remember to maintain your spray program for
disease-susceptible roses.

Prune: If you have not deadheaded and pruned
your roses for fall and the rose shows, do it as soon
as you can. It's OK to cut back even though there is
new growth on the roses, as the rewards will be
even better. As always remove diseased, weak,

broken and crossing canes to maintain the health of
the rose.

Fertilize: Fertilize your roses if you have not
already done so and be sure and try to water them
well after applying the fertilizer. It is best to use a
good organic or a fertilizer with micro-nutrients.
After fertilizing, mulch the roses to a depth of two
to three inches to help retain moisture and to
replenish the humus in the soil as the hot weather
reduces the humus in the soil. If you can, apply a
liquid fertilizer every other week after applying your
dry fertilizer. This will help your roses reach their
peak. Alfalfa and manure teas, fish emulsion, liquid
seaweed, and other liquid fertilizers can be used
both alone and in combination.

Spray: With the hot summer weather, we need
to maintain our spray program for fungus. As the
weather cools, watch out for powdery mildew. If
you have much blackspot or mildew, you can apply
fungicides more often such as two to three times per
week for a couple of weeks. This should bring the
fungus under control. Morning is the best time to
apply fungicides as it is cooler and usually not
windy; there is also plenty of dry time. It is best to
have watered the roses before applying fungicides.

Watch for mites. If you have only a few, you
can use Insecticidal Soap or a strong spray of water.
But if it is heavy, consider a good miticide such as
Avid or Floramite. To combat mites you will need to
do repeated applications, so check every few days.
Budworms can also eat holes in maturing buds.
Bacillus thuringiensis (BT) is most effective and
only attacks caterpillars and worms.

As always be sure to follow the manufacturer’s
directions and wear the proper clothing. Using a
respirator is highly recommended, and wash
thoroughly after spraying.

Water: If you fertilize, try to be sure you
provide sufficient water. With less rain this is a time
when organic fertilizers work best. A good layer of
mulch will also help retain the moisture level in the
soil. It is okay to occasionally water the entire shrub
including the leaves, but be sure there is adequate
time for the leaves to dry.

Enjoy: Hopefully, September will bring more
rain and cooler weather and our roses will start to
perk up and give us the display we look forward to
each fall.
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Cleaning Pruners: One
Rosarian’s Perspective

The motivation to disinfect my pruners arrived
late one winter with a pathogen traveling down rose
canes a foot beyond each pruning cut. Research
yielded advice from Dr. Linda Chalker-Scott of the
Washington State University Research and
Extension Center. She recommends disinfecting
pruners for dealing with viruses, a vascular fungus
or bacteria, a canker or an irreplaceable plant. She
suggests choosing a disinfectant treatment already
shown to be effective. This does NOT include
alcohol, which does not kill important garden
pathogens.

An effective program reduces the levels of
contagion by cleaning, removing, and destroying to
a practical degree those agents injurious to the
health of the rose bush. To be effective,
disinfectants must come into contact with the full
cutting blades of the pruners. The blade must start
out clean for the disinfectant to reach the
pathogens. The most appealing products clean and
disinfect in one step. Quaternary ammonium
chlorides, or Quats, are widely used in hospitals,
labs, and beauty salons for such purposes. Quats are
the active ingredients in all the products I list.

Each disinfectant requires that (1) the tool must
be cleaned first, and (2) the disinfectant must remain
in contact with the pruners for ten minutes.

Pump spray; ready-to-use (RTU); contains the
same Quats as Physan 20; NOT intended as dip.

My Personal Choices
For reasons of convenience, safety, and overall

cost, I follow Dr. Chalker-Scott’s recommendation.
I use a household cleaner, Lysol All Purpose 3-in-1
Cleaner. Why?

I can buy it at the grocery store. If necessary,
Lysol can be used full strength or diluted, allowing
me to approximate the concentration of Quats in the
product labeled for pruning tools. I do not need
Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) to open the
container and mix the solution. I can easily adjust
quantities to the two or three cups I need daily by
diluting at the rate of 1 part Lysol to 10 parts water.
Finally, Lysol does not discolor my pruners if I soak
only 10 minutes. Clorox Disinfecting Floor and
Surface Cleaner is an excellent alternative with
better scent, but it discolors my pruners more.

BUT – If I suspect that I am dealing with a
serious plant pathogen, I will use the labeled
product, Physan 20.

Editor’s Note: This topic was discussed at the August
meeting after I entered my multi-colored “dead” cane (see
below). It was felt that I had a virus running through the
rose bush due to improper (lazy) pruner cleaning
techniques. I share my mistake, dead cane and

preventative measures
suggested by Bobbie Reed
and Louise Stafford, two
reliable Master Rosarians.
See what you gain by
bringing your “Ugly Roses”,
or parts thereof, to the
contest? I could still be
infecting roses throughout
my beds if it weren’t for the
sage advice of our
members. I am now using
the Lysol All Purpose 4-in-1
Cleaner and rotating my
pruners after a ten minute
soak.
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and water accurately enough to rely on; save them
for fertilizers.

Pick a good time for you to spray, and do it
regularly. Put it on your calendar, and don’t forget
to water the roses before you spray. I pick mornings
to spray, it’s cooler then, so I water the day before.
Spraying in the evening would mean that I’d run
into more problems with our summertime
thunderstorms. Consider rescheduling your spray
day if it’s windy or rainy. With the “common”
fungicides you’ll need to spray every seven days;
with BannerMaxx or Honor Guard, you can spray
every 14 days. As long as the spray has time to dry,
you don’t need to re-spray if it rains later in the day.
Sometimes the scheduled sprays aren’t enough. If
you’re having trouble controlling a fungus, spray
more often, maybe as often as every 3-5 days for a
couple of weeks. Rotate your fungicides with
something that has a different chemical (read the
label), and preferably a different mode of action.
While you’re spraying, look over your roses to see
how they’re doing, and if there are any problems
you need to get ahead of.

You cannot “cure” blackspot or powdery
mildew by spraying after the disease is apparent;
you can only prevent a new infection, or keep it
from spreading. So start spraying early, right after
you prune, and keep it up through the fall, as long as
there are leaves on your bushes. Be sure to spray
both the tops and bottoms of leaves. Remember,
this is the opposite of how we spray for bugs!

When you’ve finished spraying, dispose of any
leftover chemicals in the tank; they won’t be good
the next time you spray. Learn how much you spray
each time, and only mix that much spray. If you run
out of chemicals in your tank, and don’t have time
to mix more, be sure to alter your spray pattern so
the same rose bush isn’t missed over and over.
Rinse your tank well each time you spray, and run
some clear water through the hose/sprayer to clean it
out; your sprayer will last longer this way.

We want our roses to be healthy, but we need to
be healthy, too, so protect yourself when you spray
– you never know when the wind will shift, or
equipment will malfunction. Wear long sleeves,
long pants (or a Tyvek overall), shoes and socks (or
rubber boots), a hat, a respirator, gloves, and
goggles. I have shoes that are only used for

spraying and are stored outside with the sprayer;
everything else goes directly into the washing
machine (not with other clothes) as soon as I’m
through spraying. Don’t forget to wash yourself
after spraying, too – a full shower, all your skin and
hair. Don’t eat or drink or smoke while you’re
spraying, either.

You need to wear a respirator suitable for
volatile organic compounds (look in the paint
department) to protect your lungs, and goggles to
protect your eyes. I finally got a full-face mask and
respirator this year, and find it to be a better fit. Be
sure to wear gloves, too. And use this protective
equipment the whole time you’re working with
chemicals! I used to use heavy nitrile gloves, but
found them too cumbersome when mixing (the most
important time to use them). Now I use disposable
nitrile gloves, like exam gloves, which I found in
boxes of 100; they’re comfortable enough that I use
them all the time, and I can throw them away when
I’m done.

Today was a spray day, and I hated it. But I’m
done now, I don’t have to do it again for two weeks,
and my roses are looking better already!
