November In the Rose Garden

Although our severe drought continues, the cool
autumn weather has arrived. There is still time to
enjoy those last few blooms and time to review what
happened in your garden this year - what roses did
well and those that did not. Although winter is coming,
we should still keep up with spraying for fungal
disease as long as the roses are growing.

Plant: The later part of November to Spring is
generally an excellent time to transplant roses and
plant bare root roses. Be sure the rose is dormant when
planting in winter or early spring. For transplanting
make sure we have had several days of freezing nights
to help insure the rose is going dormant. We should
probably wait until December although late November
is sometimes also late enough. If the rose to be
transplanted is large, you should prune it severely
since the root structure of the transplanted rose will not
support all the canes and foliage it once did. I would,
however, leave 18 to 24 inches of growth. You can

prune it more at your annual pruning time in late
February or March if you want to. Remember also that
a newly planted or transplanted rose will require
adequate moisture throughout the winter to help avoid
dehydration.

Prune: Pruning should have stopped towards the
end of October; not even deadheading should be done.
You can, of course, remove diseased canes. Also,
evaluate your roses for canes that could be damaged
this coming winter by wind. You should wait until the
cold has set in and the rose is dormant or going
dormant before winter pruning.

Fertilize: We should not fertilize until our annual
pruning in late February or March. While we do not
apply fertilizers, it is a good time to apply lime and
gypsum. First determine the soil pH using a pH meter
or take a sample to the Extension Service for
evaluation. Now is an excellent time to apply lime
because it takes several months for lime to migrate
into the soil. If you have clay soil, you may also wish
to apply gypsum. For gypsum normally about a cup
per average rose with about a third of that for a small
rose. If you can, work these amendments into the top
inch or so of soil. Do this before you apply your mulch
for the winter to save the trouble of removing it.

Spray : Although cooler weather is here, we
should still maintain our spray program for fungal
disease as long as the roses are growing. As always be
sure to follow the manufacturer’s directions and wear
the proper clothing. Using a respirator is highly
recommended, change and wash thoroughly after
spraying.

Water: Hopefully, our roses will receive
sufficient water to bring them through the winter
months. Roses require moisture in winter to help avoid
dehydration.

Mulch: Because of the drought conditions
mulching is very important since it might be the one
thing we can do which will help the roses through the
winter and into spring. If your soil is hard clay now, I
also recommend using compost before applying a top
dressing of mulch. Worms will take the compost down
into the soil and help get the nutrients to the roots and
most importantly help to aerate the soil. Towards the
end of November clean up the debris from around the
roses. While it is best to remove the old mulch, it is
not required before applying compost and/or mulch for
winter. Wait for the roses to go dormant and for the
soil to cool. Adding mulch too early tends to keep the
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soil warm and we want the roses to go into dormancy.
Also, when you mulch consider covering the rose to a
depth of several inches, but use a loose mulch such as
pine straw to allow air flow. This will help prevent
disease. If you do not add several inches, you may
want to have mulch ready in case we get really cold
weather (in the mid teens or lower) later. This is
especially true for grafted roses to protect the bud
union. For me, all the roses that I have lost have died
in the Spring due to a late freeze; the weather starts to
warm up and the rose starts new growth and then we
get freezing weather that kills the shrub. Mulch will
also help keep the soil cooler in the spring.

Evaluate: While the past growing season still
fresh in our mind now is a good time to assess the
roses and other plants in our garden.

--1 Advising Show Chair
--1 each Judges, Arrangement, and Photography
Chairs
--1 or more each Schedule writer, Publicity, Staging
and Properties, Set-Up/Take-Down, Hospitality and
Luncheon, Classification, Placement, Clerks,
Tallying, Awards and Education Heads
--Theme for Rose Show
--Location for Rose Show

Group Two Ingredients:
--4 Head tables full of crystal, porcelain and carved
wood baubles
--Assortment of vinyl-
clad Tables
--Food and beverage to
sustain the volunteers,
exhibitors and Judges
(with heavy doses of
coffee and
brownies!!!)
--Assorted enthusiastic
and able-bodied
volunteers

--Dozens of neurotic and sleep-deprived rose
exhibitors
--A bazillion buckets and solo cups full of roses of
assorted classes, colors, shapes and fragrances
--Vases, wedges, entry tags, rubber bands, q-tips,
cotton balls, oasis and backgrounds
--3 dozen digital 8 x 10 photographs of roses

Group Three Ingredients:
--11 Judges
--12 Clerks
--1 Calligrapher
--2 Speakers
--Lots of Interested Visitors
--EarthKind Roses for sale
--More assorted enthusiastic and able-bodied
volunteers

Stir ingredients from Group One for several
months until well blended. On the first weekend
in October, cool the exhibit hall of Bogan Park
recreation facility to 55 degrees. Combine
ingredients from Group Two. Beat on high speed
for 4 hours. Gently fold in hole-punch wielding
Judges and clerks from Group Three to the
exhibit hall. Punch out blue, red, yellow or white
holes on entry tags. Place double-punched blue
ribbon winners at the Head Table. Add excited
exhibitors, awe-struck visitors with rose-related
questions and several rose society members to
give answers and guidance. Blend in speakers to
talk some serious “rose trash.” Bake until done
Sunday evening. Don’t forget to cleanup your
cooking area, tools and tables.

Yields: 383 entries,
approximately 700
blooms, 19
arrangements and 31
photos
PLUS a few dozen
proud and
thoroughly exhausted
volunteers.

She held the entire Court in the Mini-Floras with
‘Tiffany Lynn’ as the Queen in addition to King
and Princess in the Minis along with the Victorian
Award with ‘Rose de Rescht’. Those combined
with seven other Head Table wins, put her in
prime contention for the Best in Show award with
a cycle of bloom of ‘Perfectly Red’. Al and Sara
Coleman placed in the Mini court with
‘Soroptimist International’ winning Prince. Our
two Show Chairs, Kim Borland and Nancy
Miller each won a Challenge Class.

Proposed Changes to ARS
Bylaws

“The September/October American Rose
magazine had an article on Page 12 concerning
proposed changes to the ARS Bylaws. The gist of
the matter is this: if a majority of the membership
votes "yes" on the 2 bylaws edits, we can start
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voting with our computer next year - just in time
for the Triennial Elections. ARS will not have to
mail out thousands of pieces of paper which
always get here late - you will not need to use a
postage stamp to send the stuff back. The Post
Office won't get a chance to rend, savage, spindle,
mutilate and finally lose your ballots.

…very few people have bothered to vote so
far!!”

Following is the article as appeared in the
American Rose. The actual Bylaws and ballot form
can be found on page 12 of the September/October
issue of American Rose. ARS Bylaws and Standing
Rules are posted on the ARS web site - Members Only
- left menu bar. If you are a member of ARS, please
mail in your completed ballot. I will bring extra
ballots to the meeting if you have not voted by
then.

The Board of Directors of the American Rose
Society is presenting two changes in the ARS
Bylaws to the membership for their approval. The
first of these would allow members to cast their
vote in an ARS election by e-mail as well as
through regular mail. Members would have
access to the ballot through the ARS website and
would then be able to cast their vote electronically
through a secure system that could winnow out
any fraudulent votes. Such a system would save
the ARS, as well as those members who choose to
use it, money related to mailing costs.

The second change would enable the ARS
Board of Director to vote electronically on issues
put before it by the Executive Committee between
regular Board meetings. At present, the Bylaws
state only that the Board may be polled by the EC,
which falls short of specifying an official vote.
The voting procedure is spelled out in the Board-
approved Standing Rule #1.

The current ARS Bylaws, as well as Standing
Rule #1 are now available on the ARS website.
An explanation of the secure electronic voting
system for the membership will appear on the
website in the near future.

The SIGNED ballot must be returned by
November 30, 2008 to ARS Headquarters, P.O.

Box 30,000, Shreveport, LA, 71130, in order for
your vote to count. The ARS Board of Directors
recommends the adoption of both Bylaw items.
